Are you ready for # 7 of the "Ten Basic Rules of Bridge Etiquette™, by Harvey Bush? (If you've
missed the previous ones, Larry probably has back issues of the Newsletter.) #7 states” when on
lead against a contract, lead and then write down the contract on your score card. Same thing for
dummy, lay your hand down and then write down the contract. The purpose of this is to give every-
one at the table some thinking time before calling the first card from dummy. It's also true that one
person making three persons wait for that person's action is very unthoughtful and downright rude.
A similar case can be made for the North player when scoring. Write down the result on the traveler
or the pickup slip, turn the board, take your hand out, and then write in your personal score card. |
guarantee you will have time for all of that before the other players are writing their personal

scores.

I'd also like to point out that it is improper to discuss a previous hand when a different hand is out of
the board. We will be using ZT bidding cards in the Unit games. Zero Tolerance is a requirement
of the ACBL that most of our club games have need of improving. If you don't want to summon the
Director for all (since you may have a director at your table most of the game), you can put the ZT
card on the table. If there is a dispute or discussion about the facts, then summon the Director. As
Tom Quinlan said, "If the question is 'should we call the Director’, the answer is always yes."

About seventeen years ago we were discussing holding a “Western Conference” regional. The object
was to raise some money for the financially strapped conference. Trouble was, among other objections,
we would be competing with ourselves as districts. There are just so many tables of bridge available,
and the three Western Conference districts are saturated with four regionals each, plus some exquoto
exceptions. At the time the newest thing on the scene was something called a STAC - Sectional Tourna-
ment at Clubs. Each district could have one. Each was doing well. Do not know where the idea came
from but seems to be an ACBL brainstorm to collect more sanctions fees.

The ACBL takes a huge cut of every table of league bridge everywhere; clubs, parties, sectionals, re-
gionals, and STACs. A STAC is a sectional tournament played simultaneously in clubs throughout a
city, district, or now conference, instead of in a single location. The theory here is to promote club atten-
dance by offering silver points and inflated masterpoint awards while playing in your home club com-
fort.

Since we were without our own tournament to raise needed funds for the conference, I suggested we try
a “Western Conference” STAC, held across the four districts of the conference - D17, D20, D21, &
D22. As did Bob Bratcher. That should increase attendance in our clubs and afford some terrific master-
point payoffs for players. Clubs could raise their entries by $1.00 and we could charge a WC table sanc-
tion fee to help us out of our depression. A win-win-win solution. But it got shot down. Along came
Michael Jones of San Francisco, then the new District Director for D21 and, as such, a new Western
Conference board member. Immediately after his first annual WC board meeting Michael, now de-
ceased, asked me in private how we could raise some funds. I told him I had been rejected (scoffed at)
about a WC STAC. He simply asked, “Why?” I shrugged, he made one phone call to Memphis (the
league), came back and asked how I felt about mid December for a WC STAC.

That Michael. As they say, “The rest is history.”

For the past ten Decembers that winter STAC has averaged 7500 tables annually - give or take a few
hundred - to become easily the largest sectional tournament in the country, and the beginning of sur-
vival stages of the conference. The 2005 had 8,300 tables!

Clubs throughout the conference have reaped great benefits from increased attendance during the nor-
mally slow pre-Christmas week, and players have been absolutely showered in those silver points, some
times winning more than 18 points in a simple club game.
