Why bid 1S when you could have splintered 1H? You need to be in a suit contract with two singletons. So now
that you've gone past the original splinter, you have the choice to bid 4th suit forcing (3C) and with the following
two hands: Kx Qxxxx KQxx Kx or xx AKxxx KQxx xx...you will hear 3NT... another choice would be 4NT to see
how many key cards partner has... of course the K of diamonds is useless (last bid suit) you are going to get a club
lead most likely. If partner shows one keycard, he could have the first hand and you are missing the AK of hearts
and if he shows 2 with xx Axxxx KQxx Kx youcould hope to crash the Q of hearts in two rounds or you can under-
bid 4H and when dummy comes down and declarer has Kx AKxxx Qxxx xx, he'll ask you why you didn't splinter 1
H.

Being a greedy matchpoint player, there is a slam possibility. 1 would bid 3 clubs (4th suit forcing) and await re-

I'm not so sure | would bid 1S. A splinter in clubs might have been my first call. But under the conditions of
contest, my next bid is 3 clubs, 4th suit forcing (to game is how I like it). This is a hand that has tricks. Points
aren't that relevant. Once heart's are established as trump, it's especially helpful to be using 1430 asking, since you
get to find out about the heart K (and Q if the first question is answered appropriately). I'm a slam sniffer; we can
stop at 5H if partner has opened a dog of a hand. Pat Thomas
