 If you didn't vote, you can't complain.  That was just my way of telling you that, by the Annual 
Meeting, the Unit will elect five Board Members and one Alternate.  In July, the officers will be 
elected by the Board.  "Ten Basic Rules of Bridge Etiquette" (Harvey Bush) has been the topic of 
this column with a few detours along the way.  We are now (hopefully) ready for #6:  "Keep your 
voice even and gestures consistent when making bids or playing the hands.  Don't snap your cards or 
make any unusual movements to get your point across.  Be ethical."  This seems so basic that most 
of you will say "I know all that".  However, after playing in afternoon games recently, I have been 
noticing that some of our old-timers are forgetting this basic.  So let's review:  When deciding to go 
to game or pass, it's not OK to say "Oh, well" and bid game.  When thinking about what card to play 
on the next next trick, it's not OK to dangle in mid-air the card you are going to play to the next 
trick.  When thinking about opening the bidding, it's not OK to say "Well, let's see" and then move 
your hand over the bidding box, moving from bids to passes.  It's not OK to take 10 seconds to bid 
when it's a good hand, and 2 seconds to pass when it's not a good hand.  Tempo is to be considered.  
If you remember George Burlison, he played very slowly.  However, he always played slowly.  You 
couldn't tell if he had a good or a bad hand, because the tempo was always consistent.  Comments 
during the auction and play of the hand are verboten.  The dummy doesn't have any business saying 
anything except reminding declarer which hand has the lead.  Declarer shouldn't be saying anything 
about the odds of making the hand or going set because this is known as "coffee-housing".  If you 
are unfamiliar with this term, great! Even though the rules say a player should not take inferences 
from what an opponent says, it violates the proprieties to imply the results when you know it is not 
true.  When we were preparing for the Sectional with outside cleanup, Jill was running a game in-
side. You could have heard a pin drop while they were playing.  Not talking when cards are out of 
the Board is one of the best lessons Jill teaches      Pat Thomas

Three no trump.  We belong at least in game and the level is too high to explore which denomination.  If 
we belong in slam, I expect partner to make a try.  Pat Thomas 
 
 Trusting partner, as we all do - I presume he has about 18 points (using the Rule of 7) do we go for 800, 
maybe 1100, or a vulnerable game of 3NT?  I favor a PASS. Lyde 
 
 Cue bid 4 spades--it's the only forcing bid I could think of.  Nancy B 
 
 3 NT ---- because I think we can make it and a 3 trick set seems unlikely.   Phyllis 
 
  I would bid 3 NT showing the spade stopper and points. If my partner bids again I'll raise 4 clubs to 4 
diamonds and pass 4 hearts if that was the raise.        Wally 
 
 Six Diamonds.  Partner should have around twenty points to make his double and has shortage in 
spades (or a void) so slam is possible and diamonds should be our best shot.   Ed  
 
 Pass. Partner has points (direct seat take out double, forcing you to  3NT or the 4 level in a  suit, vulner-
able).  And, you have points...12 !  Partner should not have more than 4 hearts, and he should have at 
least 16 hcp.,so you don't necessarily have a slam. You don't have a fit in hearts, that's one thing that 
bothers, the other is the quality of  the diamond suit.  Partner could have 4 diamonds.  If you are going 
to bid, you owe him a 4S bid (opening count, a jump in diamonds shows 10 hcp...5D bid)  you have two 
keycards, you don't want your first bid to be 5D!  Go for the set!  (Play for 800) You have a flat hand 
with ace fourth of spades.  Now if you have a slam in diamonds, or in NT, that good old pre-empt has 
done you in......don't gamble at imps, play for score. Trulee 
 
 I am going to bid 4D.  If partner has help there and bids 5D, of course I will go on to 6D.  If partner 
bids 5C I'll go on to 6C.  Not real sure what I will do if partner bids 4H.  Hopefully he/she can take 
some action. jd 
 
 I am leaving the double in, and hope to collect at least 800. Jean L 
 
 +800 with a pass is certainly appealing.  On the other hand, a vulnerable minor suit slam is possible.   
Partner will have a 20 point hand to X us into the 4 level. I will bid 4 spades indicating first round con-
trol, points for a slam and ask partner to further describe her hand.  Betty 
 
 I WOULD PASS!!!  I THINK WE MAY GET MORE POINTS DOUBLING VULNERABLE -I may 
get a heart ruff plus all the power is sitting behind the preemptive bidder and his chance of getting to the 
board is slight considering my good hand.  The other possibility would be 5 diamonds but I be-
lieve leaving the double in is more productive.
